Survey

If you have finished this you can easily calculate the average mark for each sanitary facility. Also evaluate 
the remarks.

b)
If there are more – or totally different – questions regarding sanitary facilities, develop your own 
questionnaire. Have your teacher help you.

In any case you should question at least 20 pupils from different grades. Ask them in a friendly way to take part in your survey. It makes sense to do the questioning in pairs of two, one can answer the questions and the other one writes down the answers.
